The good 
news is that concerns highlighted by your FOCUS Team and others have 
been taken on board. For example; a new roundabout at the Staniland 
Way/Davids Lane junction, money towards the construction of a new car 
park for the Ken Stimpson school and Werrington Sports Centre, there will 
be no maximum time limit on car parking, The new buildings will feature 
energy saving devices, deliveries by HGVs to be limited to periods between 
7am and 10 pm and a new zebra crossings on Staniland Way and Goodwin 
Walk.

1. Provide funding to cut class sizes for children aged 5-7 to private school 
levels of around 15 children per class 
2. Introducing a Pupil Premium to bring the funding levels for one million 
disadvantaged pupils immediately up to private school levels 
3. Restoring confidence in standards by establishing an independent 
Educational Standards Authority 
4. Introducing a new model of Sponsor Managed Schools, to allow local 
authorities to commission educational charities and private providers to run 
maintained schools, subject to proper accountability, with a level playing 
field on funding and admissions. 
       Nick Clegg said: 
      “While fighting the recession is currently  
the top priority, Britain cannot afford to get  
stuck in thinking only of our present - we must 
plan for the future. This means the best  
education for the youngest children to deliver 
a truly free society!”
